PUBLIC NOTARY 
Western Sydney’s Solicitors, Hemant Prakash & Associates of ‘23A Rooty Hill Road, Rooty Hill have been appointed as a Public Notary by the Supreme Court of New South Wales . The office of a Notary is one of great antiquity having its origin in the civil institutions of ancient Rome. The office developed from the activities of scribes until Notaries became independent officers, whose certificates and seal are awarded recognition as a public act in the same way as a document under the seal of a Court.
A Notary or a Public Notary is a recognized officer of the law, whose functions generally speaking is to draw up and authenticate documents of a public or a quasi public character requiring unusual solemnity and, gives a certificate of the due execution of such documents, authenticated by his signature and seal. Any certification, attestation, note, entry, endorsement, or instrument made or signed and sealed by a Public Notary the execution of his duties of his office, is a notarial act. 
Legalization of a Notary’s Signature and Seal

A British Notary’s signature and seal with or without a certificate will be accepted in the United Kingdom and all British dominions without further verification. The same applies to the signature and seal of New South Wales Notaries.  On 16 March 1995, Australia became a contracting State to the Hague Convention of 5 October 1961. Public documents, as defined in Article 1of Clause 4 of the Convention, to be used in Convention countries, should no longer be legalized but sealed with an “Apostille”. The Apostille are currently provided by the department of Foreign Affairs and Trade. The issue of Apostille means that the document does not need to be recertified in Australia by the foreign mission of the country in which the document is to be used. 
Where a document is to be used in a foreign country that is not a Convention country, the Consul or consular agent should be consulted. 
When do you need a Public Notary?

Scenario 1
You have a property in overseas and you want to authorise your brother to sell it on your behalf without you physically going to overseas. A Power of Attorney in accordance with the law of the applicable country must be prepared in a registrable form. Thereafter the Public Notary executes the document in your presence and places a “Notarial Seal” approved by The Supreme Court of New South Wales and The Society of Notaries of New South Wales. . Once the Notarial Seal is embossed, the document has full legal effect in the country of application. 

Scenario 2

If you  have litigation proceedings in overseas Courts and  need to file evidence by way of affidavit, then such affidavits or statements of evidence has to be notarized and sealed by a Public Notary to be properly recognized and admitted as evidence in overseas Courts. 

Scenario 3

You are buying, or selling property overseas. Your solicitor has sent to you the transfer and mortgage papers. You should get those documents signed, and sealed before a Public Notary. 

Scenario 3

You have been issued a Bill of Exchange from overseas because of your business transactions. A Bill of Exchange is a negotiable instrument pursuant to the Bill of Exchange Act 1909. It is an order by one person to pay the other on demand certain money specified in the bill. You have presented the Bill for payment by the holder of the bill. 
If the Bill is presented and dishonoured by non acceptance or non-payment, then a formal protest of the Bill is required. Once it is Noted as a Protest by the Public Notary, then the holder can use such certification to pursue the claim in the country where the Bill was issued. 
What will it costs?

The costs are regulated by the recommended scale set by the NSW Society of Notaries in accordance with Section12 of the Public Notaries Act 1997 (NSW). Costs of notarization vary in accordance with the document size and type. 
Can a Justice of Peace sign these documents instead?

No. To give legal effect of the document overseas, only a Notary Public is authorised to execute such documents. By getting documents executed by persons other then Public Notary may become costly, as your overseas solicitor may have to prepare the document again for you for property execution.
